The proposed use has not been
declared, but the parking addition will allow for the most intensive parking ratio required in the
Zoning Ordinance, which is a full-service restaurant.

3. Continue shrub screening along south line of parking spaces.

4. Provide tall evergreens along north side of dumpster area.

5. Provide City’s standard tree selection and planting notes and detail.

6. Provide cut sheet for luminaire.

7. Provide street sidewalk.
